of retired employees periodically. We had requested our bank on several occasions to constitute this committee. We had also furnished to our bank, copies of minutes of grievance rdressal committees meetings, held in other banks. Still our bank has not constituted this committee.
4. Medical Facilities : 
Increase in the amount of annual medical re-imbursement to all retirees and introduction of facility of re-imbursement of Hospitalisation expenses to retirees are other facilities available in other banks. In our bank, the genuine requirement of those who had built this bank is not yet considered. 
5. Establishment of a separate welfare fund for retirees : 
The staff welfare fund allotted by the bank should be proportionately made available to the retirees and the utilization of the amount to be determined by the bank in consultation with the retirees' organization. The advice of the Dept. of banking, forwarded by IBA to all banks, to approach their respective boards to set aside a portion of Staff welfare fund allotted, for exclusive use of retirees has not been implemented in our bank. 
There are many other issues like discrimination between VRS retirees and others, Holiday homes to retirees, restoration and increase in rate of interest on deposits to senior citizens etc.
The central committee, after detailed discussions and analyzing the situation in other banks, has decided that the issues need early resolutions. To ensure the same, the CC has decided the following:
1. To approach all unions of serving employees and officers in the bank to support the cause of the retirees. 

2. Once again meet the representatives of the Bank urging resolution of the issues. 

3. If not resolved, to submit memorandum to Govt of India in various connected departments, M.Ps and M.L.As , Chairpersons of other banks, Chairman, I.B.A, important public personalities, authorities connected with welfare of senior citizens, etc. 

4. Depending upon the response and developments, to hold dharna programmes in front of Head Office, Regional Offices, Branches in Important centres etc. If prevented by any authorities, to hold demonstrations in front of public places like Mahatma Gandhi Statue, town Hall, State Legislatures, Parliament etc. 

5. The office bearers in Bangalore are authorized to decide and implement the programmes, depending upon the circumstances and developments. 

Detailed genesis of the issues and connected matters will be circulated in due course. Members and well wishers are requested to take note of the situation and start campaigning on the issues.
